ELIGIBLE ENTITIES SUMMARY INFORMATION: Title II of the Help America Vote Act (HAVA) provides money through the provisions of the Missouri State Plan for Local Election Authorities to receive funding to purchase or lease one accessible voting system for each polling place, and funding to help comply with second chance voting requirements. Eligibility requirements for Local Election Authorities are set forth in the body of this application.

BACKGROUND INFORMATION AND OVERVIEW: 

On October 29, 2002, the President signed Public Law 107-252 the “Help America Vote Act of 2002” (HAVA). Under Title II, federal funds are provided through the Missouri Secretary of State (SOS) to distribute to local election authorities to help them comply with the accessibility and second chance voting requirements in HAVA as established in the Missouri State Plan. During the 2002 legislative session, Senate Bill 675 was passed to implement the federal law and establish “the Election Administration Improvement Fund” within the state treasury in accordance with HAVA. The SOS has developed this grant application to distribute federal funds to qualified recipients and ensure compliance with federal and state laws and regulations.  

ELIGIBILITY AND ELIGIBLE ACTIVITIES: Grant applicants granted an award for accessible voting systems will receive an amount up to $4,150 per polling place to purchase or lease one accessible voting system for each polling place. HAVA requires that every polling place have at least one voting system equipped for individuals with disabilities.
Grant applicants for second chance voting funds are eligible to receive an amount per precinct, as described below, to help them comply with second chance voting requirements. 
· Local Election Authorities that were not eligible to receive funds from the federal punch card buyout program will receive priority for funding, and are eligible to receive up to $5,600 per precinct. 

· Local Election Authorities that were eligible to receive funds from the federal punch card buyout program are eligible to receive up to $1,300 per precinct. If the upgraded voting system purchased with punch card buyout funds already complies with second chance voting requirements, this funding may reimburse the Local Election Authority up to 100% of out-of-pocket equipment upgrade expenses.
If a Local Election Authority has remaining second chance funds, yet still has a funding shortfall for purchasing accessible equipment, that LEA may purchase or lease accessible equipment from their second chance funds. Any available funding not requested by a particular Local Election Authority will be reallocated to fund Local Election Authorities where the needs are greatest.
Section 301 sets standards for voting systems. Section 906 deals with compliance with other legislation. Applicants must certify that they will adhere to all stated guidelines to be granted an award. Signature on this application serves as the certification.

AWARD CRITERIA: The SOS will: 1) review the application and timely determine its sufficiency and compliance, 2) approve or reject the application in whole or in part, and/or 3) defer action pending submission of further information. NOTE:  Incomplete applications may be denied. See “Grant Application Instructions” for more information on completion of this grant application.

ANTICIPATED SIZE OF AWARD:  Award amount calculation for accessible voting systems will be up to $4,150 per polling place as described under “ELIGIBILITY AND ELIGIBLE ACTIVITIES.” Award amount calculation for second chance voting will either be $5,600/precinct or $1,300/precinct depending upon receipt of federal punch card buyout program funds, as described under “ELIGIBILITY AND ELIGIBLE ACTIVITIES.” 
SELECT RECIPIENT OBLIGATIONS:  Recipient agrees:

1. The new voting system is not inconsistent with the requirements of the laws described in section 906 of the Help America Vote Act, and will meet the requirements of Title III, section 301 by January 1, 2006. 

2. To purchase or lease at least one accessible voting system that is qualified by the State for each polling place with the funds provided under the Accessible Voting Systems grant.
3. To purchase or lease voting systems that is qualified by the State that meet second chance voting requirements with the funds provided under the Second Chance Voting grant. Second chance voting grant funds may also be used to educate voters about second chance voting.  
4. To allow the SOS reasonable onsite access to review financial and programmatic records and to observe operations in performance of its responsibilities under Subtitle D – Election Assistance, Part I – Requirements Payments.

5. To comply with all requirements and processes regarding procurement and payment procedures, as well as documentation and reporting requirements. Recipient must:

a) Comply with the applicable provisions of Circular A-102, particularly Sections __.35 and __.36, and Circular A-133 and the Compliance Supplement in its procurement of a new voting system, and Circular A-102 Section __.32 in its use, management and disposition of equipment acquired. Note: Voting equipment purchased by the recipient from HAVA funds becomes property of the recipient, and all property control and custody responsibilities will be assumed by the recipient.

b) If procurement is made by lease agreement, award funds must be applied as a one-time payment to the vendor at lease inception. Funds may not be held to fund subsequent periodic payments. The lease agreement contract must include a provision for payment due at lease inception to qualify.
c) Submit on an annual basis to the SOS, on forms provided, verification of actual funds received, purchases (including lease), and expenditures. Information regarding actual funds expended will be reconciled against funding provided. 

d) Identify and track receipts, purchases and expenditures by funding source for the accessible voting system and for second chance voting.
e) Disburse funds to vendors no later than 30 days following receipt of funds from SOS. 

6. The recipient is solely responsible for the costs associated with the purchase or lease of any voting systems that are over and above the SOS-approved award amount.

7. All future costs related to equipment and/or upgrades funded by HAVA assistance (example: maintenance, repairs, software upgrades, etc.) are the sole responsibility of the recipient. The SOS and the State of Missouri hold no liability for HAVA-mandated upgrades at the local level. 

RECORDKEEPING, MONITORING AND AUDIT REQUIREMENTS: Title IX, Section 902 sets forth the recordkeeping requirements for funds received under HAVA, as well as provisions for audits and examinations of records. Monitoring activities may include frequent and open communications, reviewing recipient reports, reviewing national and local publications, conducting recipient conferences and trainings. State or federal officials may audit this award. Note: OMB Circular A-102, Section __.42 also addresses records retention and access requirements.
