c. es, especially in industrial employments, it is neces-
sary to know (@) the kind of work and also (B) the
nature of the business or industry, and therefore an
additional line is provided for the latter statement ;. it,
should be used only when needed. As examples: (&)
Spinner, (b} Cotton mill; (8) Salesman, (D) Grocery;
(a) Foreman, (b) Auntomobile factory. The material’
worked on may form part of the second statement.
Never return “Laborer,” “Foreman,” “Manager,”

Statement of cause of death.—Name, first, the
DISEASE CAUSING DEATH (the primary affection with re-
spect to time and causation), using always the same
accepted term for the same disease.

“Croup”); - Typhoid fever (never report “Typhoid
pneumoﬁ;‘a”); Lobar pneumonia; Bronchopneumonia
(“Pneumonia,” unqualified, is indefinite) ; Tuberculosis
of lungs, meninges, peritonaeum, etc., Carcinoma, Sar-
