The atlas provides more
than 60 statistical indicators, capturing
conditions and trends across different types
of non-metropolitan regions.

To go along with its Missouri focus on the
Adventure Begins in your Library summer
programming theme, the Marion County

Public Library recently offered its first Palmyra
Heritage Day. Starting at the county courthouse,
participants were able to interact with members
of the South Fork Regulators, a historical
reenactment group. They provided hands-on
demonstrations related to life on the American
frontier, including quilting, roping, chuck wagons,
washboards and games for children. Participants
could also tour the first log cabin built in
Palmyra, the historic Gardner House built in 1828
and the Civil War era jail. Library books related to
the era were also on hand and could be checked
out. Approximately 100 community members
participated in the event.
